Chester A. Persinger, Jr., age 68 years, a resident of Cypress, passed away
Saturday evening, October 3, 2015, at 6:41 PM at his home. Chester’s
passing was a result of the cancer he contracted due to his exposure to the
chemical Agent Orange during the Vietnam War. 

 

Chester was born July 16, 1947 in Aurora, Illinois. He was the son of Chester
A. Persinger, Sr. and Mary (Marks) Persinger. 

 

On June 14, 1968, Chester was united in marriage to Christine Vestal in West
Terre Haute, Indiana. She survives.

1965 until September 1970 and was honorably discharged with the rank of E-

of companies throughout the country rebuilding automatic automotive
transmissions. 

 

Chester was a faithful member of the First Baptist Church in Vienna. He
enjoyed fishing and was a licensed amateur radio operator. His call sign was
