Additionally, Louise had the
signature distinction of being the first woman hired by McDonalds Corporation,
as the restaurant chain was in its infancy in the Chicago area.

Louise enjoyed quilting and was an avid reader of Louis L’Amour western
novels. Edgar and Louise also enjoyed traveling. They particularly enjoyed
visiting the western United States.
