After I graduated, bull riding faded
too, and I traded Mark some coon hunting things for my riding gear.
I now wonder if he wore my spurs for those rodeos later on. As time
went on, my police career sent me in other parts, and I had heard
Mark's life sent him in other directions as well. Ironically, about two
years ago I asked some folks in the Vienna area to pass along my
phone number to him and have him call me. Sadly, that attempt and
an unread FB message didn't get to him.
