Richard Clayton, age 85 years, a resident of rural Vienna, passed away
peacefully Thursday afternoon, January 18, 2024, at his home. At the time of
his passing, Richard was surrounded by members of his beloved family.

Richard was born November 23, 1938 in the Harco community in Saline
County lllinois. He was the son of James Floyd Clayton, Sr. and Edith Venita
(Durfee) Clayton.

On August 31, 1957, Richard was united in marriage to Laura Alice Kerley at
the Vienna First Baptist Church. Together, Richard and Laura enjoyed over 66
years of marriage.

In addition to his beloved wife, Richard is survived by: his sons & daughters-
in-law — David (Joan) Clayton of Vienna, lllinois and Alan (Cheryl) Clayton of
DeSoto, lllinois; grandchildren — Jill (Jon) Luther, Amy (Will) Britton, Kelly
(Evan Burton) Clayton, and Jace Ennis; great grandchildren — Jack, Leo &
Alice Luther and Graham & Andrew Burton.

In addition to his parents, Richard was preceded in death by 2 brothers —
James F. Clayton, Jr. and Donald G. Clayton.

Richard was a 1956 graduate of Vienna High School. During high school, he



was a leading player in the baseball and basketball teams. Richard held the
school batting record for a number of years as well as breaking and setting
other records. Following his graduation from high school and marriage to
Laura, the couple moved to Joliet, where Richard was employed by
Caterpillar, Inc. Upon their return to Southern lllinois, Richard was initially
employed at Ned’s Shed in Vienna. He then worked for a number of years as
a mental health technician at the Anna State Hospital. Richard was last
employed by the lllinois Department of Corrections at the Vienna Correctional
Center. Richard began his career at V.C.C. as a coordinator of the ambulance
service. He later worked in the recreations department, where he coached a
number of sports teams, including the basketball and softball teams. Richard
then worked as a correctional officer, retiring with the rank of Lieutenant at the
age of 52.

Richard was an avid outdoorsman. He enjoyed pursuing a number of sports,
hobbies and activities throughout his lifetime. He was an avid golfer. Richard
also enjoyed fishing and hunting. He particularly enjoyed quail hunting with his
sons. Richard also assisted in coaching the Vienna High School basketball,
baseball and golf teams. He also coached in the Johnson County Khoury
League from 1964 through the late 1970s and assisted his son, David, in
coaching his granddaughters’ softball teams for a number of seasons. He also
served as a referee and kept the scorebook for the Vienna Grade School and
Vienna High School basketball teams for many years. He was a lifelong fan of
the St. Louis Cardinals baseball team.

Richard was community minded and had served on the Vienna High School
board of education. He also served at the Paul Powell home and museum in
Vienna, giving tours of the home to visitors.

Richard was a member of Simpson Baptist Church, where he had taught an
adult Sunday school class. Richard found his greatest joy spending time with



his family. He is fondly remembered for planning games, scavenger hunts, or
murder mystery events which were always a part of family holidays and get-
togethers. Richard always made sure everyone was included and he loved
coordinating these events for his family.

A funeral service honoring the life of Richard Clayton will be conducted
Monday afternoon, January 22, 2024, at 1:30 P.M. at the Simpson Baptist
Church, 7095 State Route 147, Simpson, lllinois. Pastor Steve Williams and
Adam Shoemaker will officiate.

Burial will be in the Rock Springs Cemetery, near Simpson.

6 P.M. at Bailey Funeral home in Vienna. There will also be a time of visitation
on Monday, January 22, 2024, from 12:30 P.M. until the service time at 1:30
P.M. at the Simpson Baptist Church.
